You can select Colo Revised Statues, and then search for abortion. Title 12 relates to health care and includes the definition of abortion (12-37.5-103) and 12-37.5-104. Notification concerning abortion.

Criminal abortion is defined the title 18, the Criminal Code:

18-6-102. Criminal abortion.

Title 25.5 discusses Health Care Policy and Financing. This section discusses the use of public funds for abortion.

25.5-3-106. No public funds for abortion - exception - definitions - repeal. 

My quick reading of this did not find specific reference to partial birth abortion.

On the federal level, there is the Partial-Birth Abortion Ban Act of 2003 (Public Law 108-105, 117 Stat. 1201, enacted November 5, 2003). The federal legislative history for this Act can be found here:
