Hi Jung-A,

I have some ideas for you.

Search Summon (a new search tool acquired recently) for your topic. 

You can search Summon from our databases page:

I’ll use “distance learning” as the example. I will use “biy.ly” shortened URLs to make things easier.

Now that you can see the distance learning search, click the “Dissertation” box in the left navigation area.

Current DU students, faculty and staff will have access to the full text of each of these dissertations. However, alumni (as you know), do not have access, since our license agreements have restrictions.
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So here is how you can get access.

Go to Dissertation Express: http://disexpress.umi.com/ 

Search for the title you want. I’ll just pick one from the Summon list:
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This one was “not available for sale at this time”.  But other titles I checked were available. In the example below, the PDF version is available for purchase. When you purchase using a credit card, you can get the PDF within a matter of several minutes.
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Alternatively, if you prefer, you can forget the “Summon” step altogether and just search for your dissertations using Dissertation Express directly.
