Readings in Political Economy: Theory of the Welfare State

Your course grade will be determined by the grades received on short papers written during the term.  Each short paper should explore the ideas in one of the readings.  A critical assessment of the reading will be acceptable, but it is also possible for students to explore the ideas in the reading in a more general way.  Papers should be approximately five pages long (that should be taken as a guideline and not a goal).  The number of papers required will equal the number of credit hours for which you are registered.  Students registered for five credit hours have the option of writing a single term paper with the prior approval of the instructor.  All short papers must be submitted no later than the last class period.  The due date for term papers for students choosing to do a term paper will be determined later in the term.  No more than one paper can be submitted in any given week during the term.
