To see what led up to the passage of this law, Public Law No: 110-351, the most fruitful thing to do is to research the formal legislative history.

I am going to refer to the chart on this page:

The most fruitful trail to go down is to look at congressional reports (i.e., House or Senate reports), since these often give the formal legislative intent. To do this, I am going to use the LexisNexis Congressional Database ( you can find it in the Penrose database list).

Then  Search by Number  Select Task  Find a Legislative History by Number
