INTS 4515 
Nineteenth Century Political Theory and the Rise of Political Economy
This course explores the impact on political theory of the rise of political economy.  The focus is on reading the main authors whose work reshaped political theory in response to the emergence of capitalism: Smith, Hegel, Marx, and Mill.  The emphasis in the course is on the way in which debates over market economy begun during this period continue to shape thinking on the vital issues of political theory and the design of political institutions, issues such as: equality, inequality and poverty; the consequences of economic growth; the ethical meaning and significance of individual choice; the importance of a vibrant civil society; the implications of the liberal ideal of individual self-determination; and the debate over the role of government in securing welfare.
